In EYFS, children explore the concepts of people, places and communities through stories, video clips, maps, globes and 
adventures in our local area. There are two EYFS Kapow units which are used to enrich this learning. The Kapow Geography 
EYFS units are designed to build pupils’ familiarity with maps, atlases and globes to develop their early geographical skills 

and fieldwork. Children begin to use simple directional language to prepare for the locational knowledge to come in Key 
stage 1 and 2. 

 
The two EYFS units provide a solid foundation of geographical skills, knowledge and enquiry for children to transition 

successfully onto Key stage 1 Geography learning, whilst also working towards the Development matters statements and 
Early Learning Goals. These units consist of a mixture of adult-led and child-initiated activities.
