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Logging in for the first time  
 

1. Go to: https://classroom.google.com/ or use the blue ‘sign in’ button in the top right 
hand corner of the Google Chrome home page (see video by clicking here). 
 

2. Sign in to your Alfriston Google account.  
 

Note: Any home or gmail accounts will NOT work so make sure you have logged out of your 
personal gmail account first, if you have one.  

 
 

3. If you used the blue ‘sign in’ button, click on the waffle in the right-hand corner (see

The ‘Upcoming’ box shows any work that is due soon.
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Classwork 
 
Click on the ‘Classwork’ tab to find home learning tasks. Google Classroom calls these 
‘Assignments’.  

 
Your teacher might have saved some instructions, images, files or videos for you to watch.  
 
If you would like to, you can upload pictures or type ideas and comments in response to 
‘Assignments’.  

 
To do this, click ‘Add or create’ then 
choose from the drop down menu.  
 
Upload images or documents by 
selecting ‘File’ (see video by clicking 
here).  
 
If you want to write something, 
choose ‘Docs’. It will allow you to type 
or paste in ideas. Whatever you write 
will automatically be titled as the 
assignment and linked to the task. You 
don’t have to send it anywhere.  
 
 
Once you are happy, click ‘Turn in’ and 
it will be sent directly to your teacher.
